Walk to the cross, visit the empty 
tomb through Holy Week worship 
The six weeks of Lent culminate with 
Holy Week, March 28 to April 4. 

During that tumultuous week, Jesus 
was welcomed by the crowds shouting, 
ñHosanna!ò on Palm Sunday. Four days 
later, on Maundy Thursday, he was be-
trayed. On Good Friday the city mobs 
cried, ñCrucify him!ò and he was plunged 
into the agony of the cross. 

Jesusô agony ended on the tree, and 
with the victorious cry, ñIt is finished!ò he 
willingly laid down his life and entered 
his exaltation. He descended into hell to 
declare victory over Satan. The Festival of 
the Resurrection of our Lord (Easter) 
celebrates his conquest of death. 

Emmanuelôs Holy Week schedule 
offers you numerous opportunities to 
walk with Jesus, to empathize with his 

suffering, and to celebrate his glorious 
victory.  

Join your Palm Sunday praises to 
those of the little children at Jerusalem. 
Lay your heart before him as a sacrifice of 
worship and praise. 

Visit with Jesus in the upper room 
and share in his Last Will and Testa-
ment, as you receive the Holy Sacrament 
instituted on that very evening. 

See the horrible price of sin, as you 
witness Jesusô crucifixion on Good Fri-
day, and be amazed at the all-embracing 
grace of God! 

Share the victory of the resurrection, 
as you hear the voice of the angels: ñHe is 
not here. He has risen, just as he said! 
Come and see the place where he lay.ò 
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 T he cemetery, with its mani-
cured lawns and lovingly 
tended gravesites is a tran-

quil place. The stillness is broken 
only by softly singing birds and the 
wind whispering through the trees. 
Itôs a peaceful place, a place of eter-
nal slumber.  

Or is it? 

Imagine the stillness suddenly 
broken. The shrill sound of count-
less trumpets fills the air. From un-
derneath that lawn comes a rum-
bling. Carefully placed headstones 
tumble askew. The earth is turned 
inside out. Caskets pop up like 
mushrooms and fall open to reveal 
their long-buried contents. Flesh 
once again clings to skeletons. The 
dead awaken and open their eyes 
in amazement. 

ñI am going there to prepare a 
place for you,ò Jesus told his disci-
ples in the upper room. ñAnd if I 
go and prepare a place for you, I 
will come back and take you to be 
with me that you also may be 
where I amò (John 14:2,3). 

The disciples held onto Jesusô 
promise. From the moment they 
saw Jesus taken from them on the 
mount of ascension, they waited  
for his return. They expected that  
at any moment the curtain of the 
sky would be pulled aside to reveal 
the King of kings returning in glory 
with thousands of his holy angels  
to judge the living and the dead. 

At the same time, Jesus made it 
clear that his return would be sud-
den and unexpected. ñSo you also 
must be ready, because the Son of 
Man will come at an hour when 
you do not expect himò (Matthew 
24:44). 

Just as believers waited for cen-
turies for Jesus to come in humil-

ity, so Christians today continue 
to wait and pass along the prom-
ise. When will Jesus fulfill his 
promise? Only when Godôs time is 
right. ñThe Lord is not slow in 
keeping his promise. . . He is pa-
tient with you, not wanting any-
one to perish, but everyone to 
come to repentanceò (2 Peter 3:9). 

Back at the cemetery, picture 
the expressions on the faces of 
those resurrected bodies. Most of 
the newly-arisen are confused, 
aghast, their faces painted with 
sheer terror. They never believed it 
would be this way. Their worst 
fears have been realized. Now they 
must stand in the presence of their 
King and their Judgeðand heôs 
none other than the Savior they 
rejected! The verdict spoken to 
them, ñDepart from me, you who 
are cursedò (Matthew 25:41), will 
stand for all eternity. 

But a few are celebrating with 
unrestrained joy. This is the day 
theyôve been waiting for. Every-
thing they believed has proven to 
be true. Now theyôre leaping and 
dancing, cheering the arrival of 
their Savior and Friend, their Lord 
and their King. They hear the invi-
tation, ñCome, you who are 
blessed by my Father; take your 
inheritance, the kingdom prepared 
for you since the creation of  
the worldò (Matthew 25:34).  

The cross was the price of pay-
ment for sin. Easter is the seal of 
Jesusô victory and the guarantee of 
the fulfillment of his promises. 

The cemetery lawn must one 
day be disturbed. This Holy Week 
we celebrate the most wonderful 
victory ever accomplished. Itôs vic-
tory over death itself, and the 
promise of life that never ends.
